The Head Start was built in 1963 and has been citated for deficiencies as not meeting the
environmental health safety standards requiring constant or continuous repairs.

The Kin Dah Lichii Chapter community has many projects and there should be kept as
part of the equal distribution at $1.7 million as earmarked for Kin Dah Lichee Chapter.
The American Relief Protection Act should be directed to benefit the Kin Dah Lichee
Chapter community members.
