Newc?mb Chapter is aware that World Health Organization (WHO) declared a public health emergency
of n!ternatlotual concern related to the outbreak of the coronavirus (COVID-19), a highly contagious and fatal
respiratory virus on January 30, 2020. The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services declared a public
health emergency related to COVID-19 outbreak on January 31, 2020. The WHO declared a global pandemic
due to COVID-19 on March 11, 2020; and :

:. The U.S. Congress on March 27, 2020, enacted the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, Economic Security Act (CARES
Act), Pub L. No. 116-136, 134 Stat. 281 (2020). The CARES Act, at Title V, §5001, entitled Coronavirus
Relief Funds which set aside $8 Billion in emergency aid for Tribal Governments for the COVID-19 Pandemic;

and

In response to the pandemic, on March 11,2021 United States President Joseph Biden sign the American Rescue
Plan Act (ARPA) into law, which establish the Coronavirus State Fiscal Recovery Fund and the Coronavirus
Local Fiscal Recovery Fund (Together the “Fiscal Recovery Funds” or “FRF”) and provided $362 billion for
state, local and tribal governments, including $20 billion specifically designated for tribal governments; and

As of November 1, 2021, the United States Treasury has allocated two million seventy-nine million four
hundred sixty-one thousand four hundred sixty-four dollars ($2,079,461,464) to the Navajo Nation under the

Fiscal Recovery Funds provisions of ARPA; and
Pursuant to Section 9901 of ARPA, the Fiscal Recovery Funds are specifically intended to:

a. Respond to the COVID-19 public health emergency and its negative economic impacts, including
assistance to households, small businesses, and non-profits; and/or aid to impacted industries such as

tourism, travel, and hospitality; and o
b. Respond to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 public health emergency by providing

premium pay to eligible workers;
