4. The Tolani Lake Chapter officials demonstrates their ongoing dedication to support the Division of Community Development
office assisting with ARPA projects and performs a variety of administrative functions including, drafting of budget guidelines
and justifications, monitoring expenditures and approvals, problem solving, monitoring, evaluates progress, preparing reports,
correspondence, and presentations; and

5. Pursuant to Resolution CIN-29-22, The Navajo Nation Council allocated $1,760,468 for five (5) chapters within the
